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Dear Minister,
Activists Netiporn ‘Bung’ Sanesangkhom and Nutthanit ‘Bai Por’ Duangmusit have been denied their right to bail since 3 May 2022. The two young women went on hunger strike on 2 June in protest of their detention. In addition, bail conditions of house-arrest have been imposed on Tantawan ‘Tawan’ Tuatulanon, after detaining her for 36 days. The three face criminal proceedings including under laws on sedition and lèse majesté, solely for peacefully soliciting public opinion in an opinion poll and sharing their opinions online.
I call on you to immediately release Netiporn Sanesangkhom and Nutthanit Duangmusit, withdraw the excessive bail conditions against Tantawan Tuatulanon and drop all criminal proceedings against them. In the meantime, please ensure that they have adequate access to medical treatment. Finally, I urge you to uphold Thailand’s international human rights obligations, including on the right to bail, freedom of expression, association and peaceful assembly.
