I am deeply concerned about writer and activist Ahmed Douma, who was convicted and sentenced on June 3, 2026, to one year in prison following an unfair trial. Douma is being penalized again under the guise of bogus ‘false news’ charges, solely for publishing an article and a social media post criticizing detention conditions. His renewed detention is emblematic of the Egyptian authorities’ ongoing misuse of the criminal justice system to punish and deter peaceful dissent

Since his release more than 18 months ago after over a decade in prison, Ahmed Douma has faced repeated questioning, high bail, travel bans, and other restrictions. His detention conditions are restrictive, and he has limited contact with others and his family.

I urge his immediate and unconditional release.
